available when we look for it, donõt you think?  Take next year, I mean, THIS year; itõs here AND itõs 
2010, the beginning of a new decade!  Hmm, TAL is very close to entering its 6th decade, depending on 
when you precisely place its origin, and is beginning a year in which it may see substantial òinternaló 
changes.  OK, anyone for serious New Yearõs and New Decadeõs Resolutions? 
     Letõs get started by summarizing some accomplishments and thinking about the potential look of 
this new year/decade.  First, the summary, sort of an ANNUAL REPORT, done to give us a practical 
look at what we are about and how that òlookó paid off literally in 2009: 

Second Annual Studio Tour ð wonderful with all the signs for great growth in ô10 

6th Art Expo ð a fabulous event and magnificent recovery after missing last year 

5th Annual Artist Registry ð an A+ professional magazine representing 132 artists 

Outdoor Shows ð another very successful year for our aggressive selling artists 

Art Around Town, Barton Snowflake, Art Center & Showcase Galleries ð Sales! 

Student Scholarships ð TAL donors giving to help high school and college artists 

BATS ð excellent, growing, and much needed elementary school arts program 

TAL Art Center ð our office, public image, and hub of operations & activities 

Website ð excellent and mandatory publicity venue may be taking on a new look 

Newsletter ð our invaluable and now quarterly publication with a new mission 

Much More ð just look at the list of committees & activities  included in this letter! 

 
     From the important financial side of TAL, we made a substantial comeback this year to yield a net profit (after expenses and 
taxes through November) of approximately $12,000 which your Board will be stewarding very carefully.  The first seven listings 
above were all profitable or self-sustaining in 2009 while the last three clearly are not profit centers but invaluable to the opera-
tional, publicity and outreach functions of the TAL.  For anyone wishing to see a breakdown of our finances, please feel free to 
request our latest P&L or Income statement, Balance Sheet, etc. from me. 
     As your Board evaluates the above list and the whole of TAL business aspects, it will be considering changes and improve-
ments all the time.  Specifically, we have just approved an upgrade to our Website that will enable easier management of it and a 
cost savings over the course of 2010 as well as the quarterly publication of our Newsletter mentioned above.  A review of how we 
use all our publicity òarmsó is coming soon to reduce man hours while boosting effectiveness.  Also, one huge improvement is the 
recent addition of a Youth & Student Committee with a special membership rate to grow TAL in this important and sustaining 
energy area!  We hope this will increase involvements with the LTCC Art Dept. 
     Because the TAL has so much going on, you know our recent and primary focus has been to address how we will sustain our 
growth and existing programs.  The big picture suggests that we need a òhubó and central individual who can keep the basics of 
programming, communications, and operations consistent so that true volunteers can work more efficiently and with lighter loads.  
This restructuring process is under way and will have its second meeting sometime in January (TBA).  Of course, the main concern 
is how to fund such a paid staff position and at what level of time commitment, and this is followed by myriad other aspects.  If 
you, as a TAL member or not, have an interest in being a part of and lending your knowledge to this process, we will welcome 
your input. 
     Re our current structure, there are two key positions still vacant on the TAL Board that will play defining roles in our day-to-
day activities as well as our future direction.  I have been in no hurry to fill them because we want volunteers who desire to do 
these jobs and will be committed to their duties.  These positions are Treasurer and Member-at-Large which may sound terribly 
official and possibly time consuming, but neither is the case.  They are simply positions of influence and pride that can lend a great 
deal to our Board through oneõs minor bookkeeping tasks (2-4 hrs/wk) and awareness or oneõs professional expertise and caring 
for the arts who comes from outside TAL and will compliment what our Board already has attending.  Any input re who such 
individuals might be is heartily encouraged! 
     In closing, as we look to 2010 and this new decade, your Board will be making some hefty decisions and òresolutionsó to fur-
ther its commitments to its artists, the enrichment of our community through the arts and arts education, and the establishment of 
a permanent arts center on the South Shore.  This is an exciting and fulfilling objective as stated in the TAL By-Laws, and we in-
tend to have fun while doing everything in our creative power and juices to make progress toward this end! 
     And to each and every one of you, may I wish a very Happy New Year/Decade!!!
