Too often we are fo-

cused solely on the sale which can sabotage our efforts. 

     The venues ahead this year are better than ever, too.  From the Outdoor Shows to the Artists 

Studio Tour to our season ending Art Expo at the Horizon, there are lots of high traffic opportunities 

for artists to fulfill the visitorsõ purchasing and cultural needs.  And this is just the event oriented pro-

gram.  Donõt forget about the Showcase and Art Center Galleries, the Art Around Town locations, our 

wonderful website, and the now anxiously awaited, annual edition of our Artists Registry 2010-11 

which will be in your hands post haste and is an awesome tool for promotion! 

     The TAL is looking forward to a great and strong second half of 2010, and I want to encourage you 

all in that regard.  Whether you are a selling artist or not, a volunteer or donor, a sideline member or 

officer, please make the TAL stand out in the minds and memories of our visitors and friends so that 

they will talk about us as well as return and we will grow to make next year even better than this one!
